CURRENT MEDICAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF HELP FOR
AUTISTIC CHILDREN IN BULGARIA

Abstract: Based on the situational analysis of the current status of assistance for autistic
children in Bulgaria, fundamental guidelines are set to comprehensively solve problems of
families, affected by autism through the implementation of an integrated and comprehensive
approach. Presented are the caregivers (parents) needs survey results conducted by the
initiative of the Southeastern European Network for Autism, which objective is to adequately
prioritize and plan actions and policies to improve the quality of care and to assist autistic
children based on the identifying the needs of affected families. 153 respondents from all
regions of the country were interviewed and information on average age of autism diagnosis,
satisfaction on quality and services’ accessibility, difficulties and problems of families
affected by ASD, etc. were collected. Comparative data analysis of countries from the region
- participating in the research, indicates some general trends and issues such as parent's
financial difficulties, limited access and availability of services, dissatisfaction of receiving
such services, more pronounced stigma compared to the rest of Europe. Recommended are
measures to overcome the established negative trends and guidelines for policy-making with
the aim to improve the quality of life of families, affected by ASD based on the identified
needs.

Parental attitudes to passive smoking in preschool children

Abstract

Several studies have shown negative effects of passive smoking on physical and mental health
and development of preschool children. Conducted survey of parental attitudes to passive
smoking in 2914 parents of children aged 3 to 7 years old identified differences in knowledge,
attitudes and practices of parents — smokers and non-smokers: smoking parents tend to
undervalue the negative effect of passive smoking on children's health, make less efforts for a
healthy lifestyle and health care, they are relatively more anxious in the childcare. The
pregnancy and childbirth is a factor positively influencing the mother’s attitudes to passive
smoking and the motivation to change habits. The study turns the attention to the role of
parents in risk prevention associated with passive smoking in children.

It is very important to study the social deprivation in early childhood because of the
long lasting effects on the child development and health that are deeper in early stages of life.



The goal of this investigation is to characterize the nature and to create the instruments to
assessment the phenomenon of social deprivation to children reared in institutions. Methods
for complex research of psychic, social, emotional and personal development and for
exploration of social environment are used. On the basis of results of the study a complex
diagnostic methods for assessment of social deprivation in early childhood was created. The
possibilities of application in the process of deinstitutionalization of young children reared in
social establishments were empirically proved.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMS FOR HEALTH PROMOTION BY HEALTHY
NUTRITION OF PRESCHOOL CHILDREN

Summary

Nutrition education is essential for preschool children because the quality of their
nutrition affects their growth and development. Positive food practices and attitudes that are
established during the early years affect food choice and consequently nutritional status
throughout life. Children can develop awareness of the relationships among good nutrition
and a healthy body. The early years in a child life are critical ones to the formation of health
promoting nutritional behavior. Preschool Nutrition education have a lasting effect on health
considering the role of diet in some disease. Anemia, obesity, dental caries, prevention of
heart disease and growth retardation are some of nutritional concerns of preschoolers to which
society should attend.

The goal of this report is to give some ideas about creating and evaluating an
educational intervention program designed to promote healthy lifestyle of preschool age



children. The most important factors for successful applying of new approaches in health
education which are age specific are discussed.

It was find lack of coordination between staff in kindergartens, GP and parents accordingly
the weight control. There was not special nutrition education of staff and any parent
knowledges on these themes. The study results show that the preschool nutrition education is
most important. More training needs to be provided for the staff in preschools care centers.
The role of the extended family on the childs nutrition knowledge and eating behavior must
be explored further. The caretakers and family members role in the area of feeding and
nutrition education need to be studied so they can be encouraged to participate in nutrition
education.

NUTRITION EDUCATION PROGRAMS AND HEALTHY BEHAVIOR PROMOTION OF
SHOOL CHILDREN

Summary: Considering young people’s health not merely the absence of disease, but physical,
social and emotional well being, an attention is given on monitoring of their health behaviour,
as well as on activities of priority for supporting the healthy behaviour of the young people,



with including of their families as partners, the school environment and supporting social-
economic factors for health protection.

The aim of this report is to emphasize the principles and strategies for promotion of healthy
nutrition education of children at school through including of appropriate educational
materials in school curricula and an implementation of traditional and new educational
methods and approaches; an engagement of their families as active partners; an improving
school’s nutrition through better working of school’s buffets and school’s canteens; supporting
the school-parents organisations; interaction with the media; tracking for support in the
community.

The specific approaches for education of the young people for building of motivation for
healthy nutrition of schoolchildren is discussed. Nutrition education programs for
schoolchildren should include training of parents, teachers, medical staff in school’s health
services, food service personell, general practitioners, etc, to provide its implementation.
Approaches for creative participation of schoolchildren, building of positive self esteem and
body image, education in healthy lifestyle, are discussed.

Education programmes for health promotion through healthy nutrition for children in shool
age are an important component of health education through the implementation of a
multidisciplinary approach, supporting activities and active participation of the media and the
community.

ENVIRONMENTAL INFLUENCES ON SMOKING INITIATION AND MAINTENANCE

ABSTRACT



The study covers a nationally representative sample of 2167 students (1020 boys and 1147
girls), aged 13-16 years. Parental smoking and attitudes, the impact of friend smoking as well
as availability and ease of acquiring cigarettes are evaluated with a standardized anonymous
questionnaire.

Personality dimensions and cigarette smoking behavior in medical students

ABSTRACT

The current study examined some personality dimensions (anxiety, extroversion, neuroticism,
psychotism, localization of control and level of perceived stress) in a sample of 70 medical
students, divided in 2 groups — smokers and non smokers. In the smokers group the age of
smoking onset, smoking history, intensity of smoking and reasons for smoking are
investigated by direct interviewing and questionnaire.

The results demonstrate that smokers differ from nonsmokers by the more pronounced level
of extroversion, anxiety, psychotism and external locus of control. Personality traits correlate
in significant manner with the reasons for smoking that smokers reported, age of cigarette
smoking onset and smoking history.

The results of the study point at the necessity of personality based behavioral approach in the
prevention of the unhealthy attitudes and lifestyles in young people.

Summary

In last years increase researcher’s interest to deprivation in its clinical aspect — attachment
disorder.

Objective: To determine some most important dimensions of social deprivation in early
childhood and to reveal effective possibilities to overcome the consequences connected with
the prevention of psychic health. Material and method: The development and behavior of 342
infants and 120 toddlers from institutions and their caregivers were researched.
Developmental scale for early childhood of Manova — Tomova, method for assessment infant
— caregiver’s relationships, Montagner’s method for evaluation of peer’s relationships, JSS of
Spielberger , Maslach Burnout Inventory, case study.

Results: Low level of psychic development with significant delay in social-emotional and
speech area was established. Children show weak activity in social interactions with
caregivers. Aggression and lack of selectivity is prevalence in the choice of peers. Typical
deprivational personality development was observed. As important characteristics of social
environment were established intensity and frequency of job stressors trought their impact on
child — adult interactions; low rate of job satisfaction correlate to high level of psychosomatic
complains.

Conclusion: Social deprivation in early childhood is complicated phenomenon and need
complex diagnostic proceeding. About prevention of deprivation more effective are programs
aimed to build qualitative child-adult relationships which satisfy their basic needs.

Summary: In this study we aimed to investigate the basic infrastructure in créche groups
within United Childcare Centers (UCCs) in Sofia city in order to establish how they comply
with the health requirements. The data show that all créche groups (infant and toddlers) in the
surveyed centers meet the hygiene standards. Problem observed, however, is the exceeding of
norms for acceptance of children in almost all créche groups of the UCCs.

Consequences of social deprivation in early childhood

The investigation of the consequences of social deprivation in early childhood is an important
part of risk prevention according to menthal health of children in the late years.

Objective: To reveal the meaning of some consequences of social deprivation in early
childhood applaying activity and personality - based approach and to report on the
experimentally proved effect of the interventional programmes for overcoming them.
Matherial and methods: The study covered 266 infants, 120 toddlers, 142 caregivers in
institutions applying Developmental scale of V. Manova — Tomova (1974), experimental
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assessment of relationships with adults and peers and objective-manipulating activity, case
study, longitudinal observation, JSS of Spielberger, MBI, and others.

Results: The results of the study show specific disturbances in mental development,
behavioral patterns and personality formation wich are typical for children, rearing in
deprivational social environment. Dimensions, parameters and criterions for assessment of
deprivational development are defined and a diagnostic model of social deprivation in early
childhood as a complex phenomenon is described.

Conclusion: Creating of effective tools for differential diagnostic of the consequences of
social deprivation in young children gives possibilities for planning of psychological,
educational and psycho -social means for overcoming them.

CHARACTERISTICS OF DRAWING MOVEMENTS IN CHILDREN FROM 2 TO 3
YEARS

Krasimira Kostadinova, Totko Tatyozov

The dynamics of drawing movements in children from 2 to 3 years old has been
experimentally studied according to speed, range and precision. It is established that most
early and stable increase the values according to the speed of movements (after 2 years and 5
months in drawing of lines and after age of 2 years and 8 months in drawing of forms).

The hand range in realization of horizontal lines is wider than this one in drawing of vertical
lines and forms and in all cases considerably increases after 2 years and 11 months.

The observation of the accomplishment of the requirements for precision in drawing proves
that it is still difficult for children to the end of third year.

NEURO-PSYCHIC DEVELOPMENT OF CHILDREN FROM 0 TO 1 YEAR, BROUGHT

Summary

In the examined group of healthy children from 2 to 52 weeks, brought up in children’s
homes, a low level of psychic development was established-the relative part of those with
Developmental Quotient under the norm was high: 77, 2%. With the age their number
increased to 83, 6% during the fourth trimester. In all areas of psychic development the
number of children with low developmental level was predominant. Significant delay was
observed in the motor and speech areas with early beginning from the fourth week. Despite
only quantitative, this study confirmed the necessity of searching an alternative in the
organization of the life of these children during the first year- the period of observation.

PSYCHIC DEVELOPMENT OF HEALTHY CHILDREN FROM 1 TO 3 YEARS,
BROUGHT UP IN CHILDREN’S HOMES

Summary

In the paper are presented the results of investigation of the psychic development of healthy
children from 1 to 3 years, brought up in the physiologic departments of children’s homes. It
was established that the psychic development of the examined children was lower as
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compared with their peers, brought up in family environment. The distribution into standard
groups according to the individual values of the coefficient of general psychic development
was strongly displaced to the lower values as compared with the normal distribution (21, 3%
of the children are delayed, 22, 1%-borderline cases, 29,7% are with “poor” level of
development, 25%-in norm, 1,7%-with high level of development, while children with very
high level of development were not found compared with family children). The influence of
the factors “sex” and “age” and the environment (the home in which the children were
brought up and educated), on the degree of psychic development was investigated.
Statistically significant differences in the results was found by factors “age” and “home”-the
environment in which the children were brought up and educated.
